Paris, France: At therecently held UFI (Union of International Fairs) Annual General Assembly in
Munich, UFI members recognized the quality standards of 29 trade fairs and exhibitions by voting to include
them as “UFI qualified“ events. Thisinternationally recognized certification was granted to events covering
themes as varied as coal mining and toys, in locations as widespread as Shenzhen, China and Katowice,
Poland. Bringing thetotal of UFI recognized eventsto 640 in 73 countries, the admission of these
exhibitions reflects UFI’ s commitment to the devel opment of strong international standards throughout the
trade fair industry. The UFI “label” ensures that exhibitors and visitors alike will profit from the
opportunities trade fairs and exhibitions provide to demonstrate products and services as they build solid

marketing relationships in a sound professional environment.

UFI members also approved the membership of eleven trade event organizers, one new owner/manager,
(Shanghai New International Expo Centre Co. Ltd.), and two new regional trade fair and exhibition associations,
the Egyptian Committee for Exhibitions, and CEIR, the US based Center for Exhibition Industry Research. UFI
now represents 234 member organizations, including 35 international and national associations, in 148 cities

around the world. (The full list of newly approved UFI events and membersis attached.)

For the first time, UFI members voted to admit two industry partners. Générale Location (FR) and Fair
Relations (D) to the organization. This reflects UFI’ s strong desire to expand membership to include all
trade fair sector representatives.
